SUBJECT: Amend the B-3 Planned Shopping District to allow for a larger structure.  

 

SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION:  Staff recommends approval of the amendment to the B-3 

Planned Shopping District with the following conditions:  

a. Relocate south handicap parking space to be closest accessible space to the south door. 

b. Provide a curb or bumper blocks. 

c. Truncated domes should be placed where a sidewalk leads to a vehicular path of travel. 

d. Final site plans and construction plans shall be submitted to and approved by the Economic 

and Urban Development Department and the Department of Engineering and Infrastructure 

prior to the issuance of a building permit. 

 

The City Plan Commission voted 7-0 to recommend approval of this petition at the June 4, 2009 meeting; 

the minutes of the meeting are attached. 

 

BACKGROUND:  The 1.14 acre subject site is currently vacant and is zoned B-3 Planned Shopping 

Center District and has been zoned as such since the 1960s.  In 1998, it was amended to include more 

property to the north.  In 2008, the previous building (Arby’s fast food chain) was demolished.  In April 

of 2009, the site was approved for the construction of a dual-use commercial/retail and restaurant/drive-

thru facility.           

The subject petition requests that the B-3 be amended to allow for approximately five-hundred (500) 

more square feet for a total of 6,600 square feet as potential tenants have requested larger space.  The 

originally approved parking and landscaping will remain and will still meet the requirements of the 

Zoning Ordinance even with the additional square footage.   

The proposed amendment to the B-3 is consistent with the character of the surrounding neighborhood and 

general area.  The B-3 is consistent with the intent of the Comprehensive Plan. 

POTENTIAL OBJECTION:  While there were no objectors present, questions about potential effects 

on the drainage were brought forth by a concerned citizen.    

 

INPUT FROM OTHER SOURCES:   The Conditional Use Permit has been reviewed by the City’s 

Technical Review Committee; Planning, Engineering and Fire have approved the proposed plan.

ORDINANCE AMENDING 
 B-3 PLANNED SHOPPING CENTER DISTRICT 

-  245 WEST FIRST DRIVE  - 
 
 

 WHEREAS, on the 4th day of June, 2009, upon due notice, the Decatur City Plan 
Commission held a public hearing upon the petition of  Mark Allen, to modify and amend 
the B-3 Planned Shopping Center District, as previously amended by Ordinance No. 
2009-18, on premises situated in the City of Decatur, Illinois, and described as follows: 
 

A part of Lot 3 of South Shores 5th Addition to the City of Decatur, as per 
plat recorded in Book 300, Page 159 of the Records in the Recorder’s 
Office of Macon County, Illinois, said part more particularly described as 
follows:  
Commencing at the Northeast Corner of Lot 3, South Shores 5

th
 Addition; thence South 

83°47’26” West 382.00 feet (Rec.), 380.78 (Mea.) along the South right of way line of 
West 1

st
 Drive to a point for a place of beginning; thence continuing South 83°47’26” 

West along said South right of way line a distance of 154.46 feet; thence South 04°03’24” 
East a distance of 276.35 feet, to a point on the North boundary line of South Shores 2

nd
 

and 4
th
 Additions said point also being 2.79 feet West of the Northwest Corner of Lot 21, 

of said South Shores 4
th
 Addition; thence North 74°39’24” East along said North 

Boundary line of South Shores 2
nd

 and 4
th
 Additions, 230.68 feet; thence North 20°55’32” 

West, 247.66 feet to the place of beginning; and, 

 

 WHEREAS, the Decatur City Plan Commission did report its findings and did 
recommend that the modification of said Planned Shopping Center District as requested 
be authorized. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF DECATUR, ILLINOIS: 
 
 Section 1.  That the report and recommendation of the Decatur City Plan 
Commission be, and the same is hereby, received, placed on file and approved. 
 
 Section 2.  That upon the conditions set forth below the aforesaid Planned 
Shopping Center District be, and the same is hereby, modified and amended, and 
petitioner be, and he is hereby, authorized and permitted to develop the premises 
described above in accordance with the site plan hereto attached, marked Exhibit A and 
hereby made a part hereof. 
 
 

 a.  Relocate south handicap parking space to be closest accessible 
                space to the south door; 
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 b.  Provide a curb or bumper blocks; 
 
 c.  Truncated domes should be placed where a sidewalk leads to a 
               vehicular path of travel; 
 
 d.  Final site plans and construction plans shall be submitted to and 
                approved by the Economic and Urban Development Department 
                and the Public Works Department prior to the issuance of a 
                building permit. 

 
  

 Section 3.  That except as modified by the provisions hereof, the heretofore 
ordained Planned Shopping Center District, and the provisions of ordinances relating 
thereto as heretofore amended and modified remain in full force and effect and the 
same remain subject to all the conditions, limitations and restrictions set out in the 
ordinance aforesaid and the respective modifications and amendments thereto.
